Hanson L. Scott


Hanson is the Director of the Office of Military Base Planning and Support, reporting to the Governor and the Lieutenant Governor.  His responsibilities include addressing State-level issues in support of New Mexico’s military installations and supporting the New Mexico Military Base Planning Commission.  During the last BRAC round, he played a key role in supporting Operation Keep Cannon, as Cannon was saved from Closure by intense State and community efforts.  Following the BRAC Commission decision to place Cannon in an enclave status, his community and contract team worked closely with the Air Force, specifically Air Force Special Operations Command, in identifying a new mission for Cannon. Prior to his appointment as the Director of the Office of Military Base Planning and Support, he was the Executive Director of the Office for Space Commercialization, New Mexico Economic Development Department.   From 1993-1997, he was Director of Aviation for the City of Albuquerque, New Mexico, responsible for the safe and efficient operation of Albuquerque International Sunport and Double Eagle II Airport.  

In 1995, Mr. Scott served as a member of the six-person Steering Committee of the Kirtland AFB AFB Retention Task Force, which, in coordination with community leaders and the New Mexico Congressional Delegation, was successful in preventing a significant realignment of Kirtland AFB.  


Mr. Scott is originally from Reserve, New Mexico. He attended New Mexico State University for one year prior to receiving an appointment to the United States Air Force Academy, from which he graduated in 1961. He completed a 30-year career in the Air Force as a brigadier general.  During his Air Force career, he had various operational and staff assignments, including a five-year tour at Hq USAF, the Pentagon; Commander of the 463rd Tactical Airlift Wing, Dyess AFB, Texas; Commander of the 1st Special Operations Wing, Hurlburt Field, Florida; Vice Commander of Military Airlift Command’s 23rd Air Force (the predecessor to Air Force Special Operations Command); and Commander, Special Operations Command Pacific, Camp H. M. Smith, Hawaii.
